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Situated in the heart of Edinburgh’s historic Old Town, neighbouring the Scottish Parliament and
the Palace of Holyroodhouse, the best way to arrive at our new city centre offices is by public transport
or on foot. We are an easy ten minute walk from Edinburgh’s central Waverley train station.

Directions from Waverley Station

Take the Market Street exit from the station, turn left on the road and head under the brightly painted
North Bridge above. Immediately after the bridge take the right fork in the road up Jeffrey Street. The
road rises and bends right for 200m before meeting The Royal Mile at a crossroads. You will see a
shop opposite called ‘ragamuffin’. Turn left down The Royal Mile — also called Canongate — and
continue for 400m past the Tolbooth Tavern and Canongate Kirk on your left until you reach a
Starbucks café on your right. Turn right down Crichton’s Close next to Starbucks signed for Scottish

Poetry Library and The Tun. Our building is visible directly ahead on you past the Poetry Library.
We're on the second floor. There’s a video entry system by the front door.

Cycling and Walking

Located halfway down Holyrood Road in a lane between Holyrood Road and The Royal Mile, our
offices are an approximate 15 minute walk from the city centre (Princes Street). If approaching from

Holyrood Road, Jackson’s Entry is immediately to the right of Pizza Express, next to the Tun, opposite
the Scotsman building.

We are also close to Holyrood park and the National Cycle Network. To find the nearest cycling and

Waverley Railway Station

Please note in common with many city centres there is no on-street parking outside our offices. Good
public parking is available a short walk away. Please refer to the parking information below.

Please be aware that tram works are currently ongoing in the city centre therefore driving directions
may vary.

From North East A90 Fife, Perth, Dundee, Aberdeen
After the Forth Road Bridge, continue on the A90 towards Edinburgh following city centre signs.
Turn right onto the A902 at Barnton roundabout.
At Maybury roundabout turn left onto the A8 toward the City Centre.
Follow signs for City Centre: along Corstorphine Road you will pass Edinburgh Zoo on left,
Haymarket Train Station on right.
At junction of Shandwick Place and Princes Street, Fraser® Department store will be on left,
Caledonian Hotel on right.
Turn right onto Lothian Road.
Turn first left, just before traffic lights, into King's Stables Road.
At T-junction turn left.
Travel straight along through Grassmarket, Cowgate and into Holyrood Road.
Jackson’s Entry is 400m down the road on the left hand side immediately behind Pizza Express.

From East and South East via Al (East Lothian & Newcastle)
Follow Al to Edinburgh city centre
At roundabout beside the @ig W@urn left, still following signs for A1 City Centre along Milton Road
At traffic lights/crossroads at Willow Brae turn left to city centre into London Road, you will pass
Meadowbank Stadium on right Meadowbank Retail Park on right
At traffic lights where road splits in two at Cadzow Place go left up Montrose Terrace
At next traffic lights, Abbey Mount, turn left
Follow road straight, under the railway bridge
At mini roundabout, outside Holyrood Palace, go straight ahead
At the roundabout in Holyrood Park turn right
At the next roundabout turn right onto Holyrood Gait
Turn left at the lights up Holyrood Road, our offices our on the right behind Pizza Express, parking
is further up on the left.

South East A68 Dalkeith, Galashiels, Jedburgh, & Newcastle
Follow signs for A68 to Edinburgh
At Sherrithall Roundabout take junction for A7 — Dalkeith Road
Follow this road straight on: signs for City Centre, you will pass Danderhall on right
At Cameron Toll roundabout again follow signs for A7
Follow this road straight on, you will pass Royal Commonwealth Pool on right
At crossroads where the Pleasance meets Holyrood Road turn right
Our offices are 400m on the left directly behind Pizza Express.

From South via A7 Galashiels, Selkirk & Carlisle
Follow signs for A7 right in to Edinburgh centre, past Cameron Toll and the Royal Commonwealth
Pool
At crossroads where the Pleasance meets Holyrood Road turn right
Our offices are 400m on the left directly behind Pizza Express.



From West M8 Glasgow
From M8 (Glasgow) take junction for Edinburgh Airport and Join A8 at Newbridge roundabout
Then follow instructions as for From North West M9 / A8 below.

From North West via M9/ A8
Join A8 at Newbridge Roundabout
Follow signs for City Centre: along Corstorphine Road you will pass Edinburgh Zoo on left,
Haymarket Train Station on right
At junction of Shandwick Place and Princes Street, Fraser® Department store will be on left,
Caledonian Hotel on right
Turn right onto Lothian Road
Turn first left, just before traffic lights, into King’s Stables Road
At T-junction turn left
Travel straight along through Grassmarket, Cowgate and into Holyrood Road
Our offices are 400m on the left directly behind Pizza Express.

From South West via M6 and M74
Take either the A701 from the M74 signposted into Edinburgh City centre
Follow the A701 past IKEA, the Straiton retail park and underneath the City Bypass (A720)
Continue on the main road toward the city for 2.5 miles until the large traffic light- controlled
Liberton Road junction with Craigmillar Park
Turn right on Lady Road as if to Cameron Toll shopping centre
Continue on past Cameron Toll to the next roundabout in 200m
Turn left onto the A7 towards the city
Follow the directions for A7 above.

Car Parking

There is a 24 hour NCP car park at the top of Holyrood Road near to the junction with the Pleasance
(A7). The car park is accessed by turning right 50m after the traffic lights heading down Holyrood road
